Real borders between coun-
tries, but also borders in our heads. Although we are living together in the same world, maybe in the
same town, maybe on two sides of a nearby border, we might have different nationalities, different
languages, different skin colours, different religions, traditions, political opinions, ...

So how are we, how are you living together in this diversity? In the region, in the town where you live?
With conflicts? Or in peace and justice? And what will it be tomorrow — how are we going to live to-
gether within thirty years from now? What should be done? Can we live together sustainably?
